1    ¶ When he was come down from the mountain, great multitudes followed him. 

MATTHEW 8:2
2    And, behold, there came a leper and worshipped him, saying, Lord, if thou wilt,

thou canst make me clean.

3    And Jesus put forth his hand, and touched him, saying, I _will; be thou _clean. And

immediately his leprosy was cleansed.

under my roof: but speak the word only, and my servant shall be healed.

9    For I am a man under authority, having soldiers under me: and I say to this man,

Go, and he goeth; and to another, Come, and he cometh; and to my servant, Do this,
and he doeth it.

10    When Jesus heard it, he marvelled, and said to them that followed, _Verily I _say

unto you, I have not _found _so _great _faith, _no, not in _Israel.

depart unto the other side.

19    And a certain scribe came, and said unto him, Master, I will follow thee

whithersoever thou goest.

20    And Jesus saith unto him, The _foxes _have _holes, and the _birds of the _air

have _nests; but the _Son of _man _hath not _where to _lay his _head.

21    And another of his disciples said unto him, Lord, suffer me first to go and bury my

father. 
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MATTHEW 8:22
22    But Jesus said unto him, _Follow me; and _let the _dead _bury their _dead.

31    So the devils besought him, saying, If thou cast us out, suffer us to go away into

the herd of swine.

32    And he said unto them, _Go. And when they were come out, they went into the

herd of swine: and, behold, the whole herd of swine ran violently down a steep place
into the sea, and perished in the waters.

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33    And they that kept them fled, and went their ways into the city, and told every
thing, and what was befallen to the possessed of the devils. 

MATTHEW 8:34
34    And, behold, the whole city came out to meet Jesus: and when they saw him,

they besought him that he would depart out of their coasts.
